 On My Heart and Mind  

 
Dear Saints of St. Davidôs, 

 

Before our leadership retreat last month, I wrote a rather lengthy ñmemoò to 

our wardens and vestry members sharing my hopes of what we might be able 

to accomplish at the retreat.  What I mostly shared with them was my ideas 

about the future of our parish.  I believe plotting our future is urgent and nec-

essary work in order to lead our congregation into the 21st century.  I would 

like the members of our leadership team to be visionaries and think and 

dream out loud about how we will navigate all of us through the huge eco-

nomic and cultural changes we are experiencing at this time.  These changes are forecasted to be with us for a 

long time.  I believe we are in great peril if we ignore this work. 

 

Part of what I wrote to our leaders follows: 

 

What weôre trying to do, what weôre really good at, is what folks who study change call Technical Change.  

What weôre always trying to do is tweak the system, tweak the budget, so it works a little better, a little more 

efficiently.  Weôre always trying to build a better mouse trap or give ourselves a little more breathing room.  

Weôre trying to make the old system work as well as it possibly can work. 

 

We need to admit first and foremost that things have changed so much that the present system itself no longer 

works.  What if weôve squeezed every penny out of every dollar?  What if, instead of tweaking the system, we 

have to adapt to the change?  What if we have to build a new system?  What if we have to learn a new way to 

be church?  That work is what experts call Adaptive Change. 

 

We are still mulling over this information, but I have to say that I believe through our new Saturday 5 pm ser-

vice we are beginning to adapt to a changing world.  Some people who could not make it to church on Sunday 

morning are now able to come.  That is the pointðthe world is changing and I firmly believe that we need to 

look more and more at adaptive change in order to not just survive but to thrive as the body of Christ. 

 

My hope is we will involve ourselves more and more with adaptive change.  It will be scary work, full of trials 

and errors, but Iôm not worried.  We have proved before that we have the capacity and the faith to address the 

questions a new world has placed before us.  And God will be with us every step of the way.  I hope we can 

call ourselves to prayer and action, to be the people God has created us to beðas his people in the community 

we represent.

On Saturday, May 7th, we will host an expected 300+ riders at our fourth annual HUN-

GER CYCLE TOUR.  They will be riding to help hundreds of millions who are less for-

As we journey through the Season of Lent, we are invited to take more of a reflective approach to our worship 

and music.  During this time we prepare ourselves for the Crucifixion and Resurrection which solidify our 

faith as Christians.  One way we prepare ourselves is through song and throughout this season we use music 

from the Taizé Community to help center ourselves.  Below you will find a passage from www.taize.fr which 

speaks of meditative singing and how it creates a focused atmosphere for prayer.   As St. Augustine said, ñTo 

sing is to pray twice.ò 

 

 ñSinging is one of the most essential elements of worship.  Short songs, repeated again and again, give  

 it a meditative character.  Using just a few words they express a basic reality of faith, quickly grasped  

 by the mind.  As the words are sung over many times, this reality gradually penetrates the whole being. 

            Meditative singing thus becomes a way of listening to God.  It allows everyone to take part in a time of 

  prayer together and to remain together in attentive waiting on God, without having to fix the length of  

 time too exactly. 

 

 To open the gates of trust in God, nothing can replace the beauty of human voices united in song.  This 

 beauty an give us a glimpse of ñheavenôs joy on earth,ò as Eastern Christians put it.  And an inner life 

 begins to blossom within us. 

 

 These songs also sustain personal prayer.  Through them, little by little, our being finds an inner unity 

 in God.  They can continue in the silence of our hearts when we are at work, speaking with others or 

 resting.  In this way prayer and daily life are united.  They allow us to keep on praying even when we 

 are unaware of it, in the silence of our hearts.ò

I invite you to sing our opening hymn, Bless the Lord, and use it to prepare for prayer, hear Godôs word and 

together celebrate the Eucharist.  Sing our Gospel Acclamation which is adapted with new text; use it as a way 

to open our hearts and minds to the message of the Gospel. 

 

On another note, we will be presenting ñBlues for Good Fridayò on April 22nd which will focus on the Pas-

sion, meditation, singing, and listening.  The music for this service will be taken from African American Spiri-

tuals, Jazz, Blues, and 20/21st Century music.   It will be a very unique worship experience.  Please come and 

join us, as we will be welcoming guest musicians. 

 

Easter Sunday we will be celebrating the Resurrection through joyful Alleluias which will be supported by our 

choir, guest vocalists and instrumentalists. 

 

So, whether we are meditatively preparing for worship, using the words and melodies of Taizé, or we are 

sounding Alleluias with choir, brass, and organ, we are always making a joyful noise.

 THE IMPERFECTIONISTS, by Tom Rachman     
            ST. DAVIDôS SKYLIGHT ROOM, 7:30 pm 
 

The complexity of humanity plays out in Tom Rachman's debut novel, The Imperfectionists. Set 
against the backdrop of a fictional English-language newspaper based in Rome, it begins as a cele-
bration of the beloved and endangered role of newspapers and the original 24/7 news cycle. The 
chaos of the newsroom becomes a stage for characters unified by a common thread of circum-
stance. From the comically overmatched greenhorn to the forsaken foreign correspondent, we suffer 
through the painful heartbreaks of unexpected tragedy and struggle to stifle our laughter in the face 
of well-intentioned blunders. This cacophony of emotion blends into a single voice, as the depiction 
of a paper deemed a "daily report on the idiocy and the brilliance of the species" becomes more 
about the disillusion in everyday life than the dissolution of an industry.  Chris Snyder will lead the 
discussion of THE IMPERFECTIONISTS.
